The “kids” enjoyed the dinner they prepared and lounged around in front 
of their fireplace watching movies and football.  Since I had an easy dinner planned, Amy and I headed outside 
and cleaned up branches and stumps out behind our place until about 1:00 pm.  C.J. came over and joined us for 
dinner at 3:00 pm, and when all was cleaned up and put away, we enjoyed watching a slideshow of all the ranch 
pictures while listening to Dave Stamey sing about cowboyin’.  Amy made some delicious apple pies.  I’ll add 
the recipe to the next Highline.
