This threesome was inseparable, Reata, Nevada, and Taly 
from Italy.  Taly’s parents, well known journalists and 
photographers Drew Mischianti, and Natalia Estrada rode 
with us all week and will continue with Buck to his next 
clinic.  They told me many stories of moving very large 
herds of cattle across open country – after our day of 
gathering 103 pairs in the thick woods, they said this was 
much more challenging! 
 
One thing I want to let all of you know – we had some 
tears on Saturday as some people splurged to be able to 
come here and felt this was their first and last time.  This 
isn’t an easy trip for all to afford yearly during the peak 

season, but do consider coming out for our early spring season and the last couple of weeks in the fall as 
our rates are less at these times.  Then we can get to see you sooner rather than later! 
 
The first week of April through the first week of May:  $1200.00 per person.  We’ll be doing a lot of 
horsemanship from the ground up, cattle working, roping, and outside riding as weather permits.  For the 
roping enthusiasts, those of you that rope like we do, the second week of May we’ll be branding our 
steers, also $1200.00 per person.  The third week of May and possibly the 4th too if we have a lot of 
interest, we hold our Horsemanship Weeks where Shayne and Randy soley teach horsemanship and 
cattle working.  The rate is $1450.00 per person for those weeks and a great time to bring your own 
horses to learn with (April too).  The last two weeks of October we are riding many miles searching for 
the last of the cattle still out on summer range, and can also work on horsemanship, leisurely ride outside 
exploring country, or play with the steers, sorting and cutting, and even roping.  These weeks are 
$1612.00 per person.
